‘| was 14 years old when | was diagnosed
with sarcoma. | had been competing

in the Queensland State Roller Hockey
Championships in 2001 and fell over due
to hip pain | had been experiencing. | was
sent to a GP who then referred me to a
physiotherapist for weak muscles. When it
was evident | had made no recovery, further
tests revealed the unexpected. | had a very
aggressive type of Ewing’s sarcoma in

my right hip.

Due to the aggressiveness of my
cancer, | underwent 12 months of
chemotherapy followed by one month of

stem cell treatment and a couple of
months of radiation, a total of 16 months
of treatment.

| spent most of my treatment journey being
too sick from the high doses of medication
to do anything. I will always be grateful to
the doctors who ensured my comfort during
the recovery process was at the top of their
priorities and must have tried every anti-
nausea drug that is available.

I'am now 21, working as a network technician
for 3 mobiles which | love, have a beautiful
girlfriend Linda and amazing family and
friends. Life is great.

Some even call her ‘Wonder
Woman'! In fact, Leigh is both. She is a courageous and
strong woman who has devoted herself to raising awareness
of sarcoma and helping to find a cure. To date, Leigh has
raised $60,000 in valuable funds for the Foundation to ensure
this is a reality.

Leigh’s life was first touched by sarcoma in 2002 when

her husband Tony was diagnosed with sarcoma. After
major surgery and radiation he was given the all clear by
his doctors, but in February 2008 Tony was diagnosed with
a second sarcoma. He fought this aggressive cancer again
with major surgery and chemotherapy and was again given
the all clear. In September 2009 another tumour was
discovered, however it was found to be inoperable. He has
finished his course of chemotherapy and radiation and is
now playing the waiting game.

Leigh’s story does not end here. Earlier this year, the
unthinkable happened when her 14-year-old son Corey
was diagnosed with Ewing’s sarcoma. After undergoing
major reconstructive surgery to his jawbone he is now
going through chemotherapy.

Tony and Corey, father and son, are fighting on together.

Throughout this time when many would have crumbled,
Leigh has remained positive and calm and focused on
looking after her boys.

Sarcoma research
study update

In 2009 Hannah'’s Chance Foundation, together
with the Wesley Research Institute, funded a major
research project aimed at identifying the molecular
and cellular origins of osteosarcoma.

The study has already made some significant
discoveries that are anticipated to benefit the long
term prognosis for osteosarcoma patients.

The researchers have identified specific cells
contained in osteosarcoma patients that develop
in an abnormal manner and they have linked
components of this cell to the outcomes of
these individuals. They also discovered five
potential proteins that may be associated with the
disease development in osteosarcoma patients.
In addition, the researchers have ascertained
134 potential genes that are at abnormal levels
within osteosarcoma cells. Some of these genes
are connected to the earlier proteins that were
identified, which is significant because it links the
two results.

The researchers will now validate how they can
develop an accurate test to determine the patients
at risk of poor outcomes and also the speed in
which the cancer will develop.

The researchers will further study
these cells, proteins and genes to
better understand how they interplay
to cause disease with a view to
develop better treatment methods.

The ideal outcome of the project is to stop
osteosarcoma from spreading so that patients
have tailored treatments leading to better survival
rates and quality of life. Results may also have
implications to the treatment of other cancers,
including sarcomas.
